Seven Serbian companies, within the “Serbia Organica” Association, are to present their products at Biofach, the largest European organic trade fair
A rich display of Serbian organic products will include: ajvar, hot plum dip, an amazing selection of organic jams made of wild strawberries, rosehip, sour cherries, apricots and plums; juices of beetroot, carrot and apple; and organic blackberries and raspberries. 

The following Serbian companies will be leading Serbia’s presentation in Nuremberg: Foodland, Zadrugar, Zdravo Organic, ITN, Royal Eco Food, Radoslovi and Mondi. 

Last year, as a result of their participation at the Biofach 2009, Serbian companies contracted over 3 million USD worth of sales. 

Serbia is well known in the organic world as the country of origin of the Terra Organica Wild Strawberry Nectar, the only fruit juice on the market made from famously fragrant and notoriously hard to get wild strawberries. This nectar, produced by the Serbian company Foodland, won one of the most prestigious awards given annually by Food News magazine: the 2008 World Juice Innovation Award for the Best New Juice.

Already a major supplier of fruit products to European markets, Serbia is now gaining recognition for certified organic production. Organic growers and processors are expanding production, introducing new varieties, and implementing quality control procedures such as HACCP, GlobalGAP, and ISO.
